6. Outcomes & Observations
Direct Observations
· Confirmed pest activity reduced in targeted hotspots
· Primary movement routes disrupted
· No livestock, infrastructure, or non‑target impacts recorded

7. Animal Welfare & Compliance

8. Limitations & External Factors
The following factors may limit long‑term suppression if not addressed:
· Pest movement from unmanaged neighbouring land
· Seasonal breeding cycles
· Availability of feed and water following rainfall
· Lack of coordinated boundary control
These factors reinforce the importance of repeat and coordinated management, rather than isolated one‑off operations.

9. Recommendations
Based on observed conditions and GPS data analysis, the following actions are recommended:
✅ Follow‑up suppression operation within 4-6 weeks 
✅ Boundary‑aligned control with identified neighbours
✅ Seasonal timing adjusted to breeding cycles
✅ Ongoing monitoring of recorded hotspots
Long‑term reduction is best achieved through planned, repeat efforts across the landscape.
